3-D Atom Model

We have been learning about the many important parts of an atom.  We have taken notes and made drawings.  Now is the time to demonstrate your knowledge!

Please follow the rubric below, to understand how your model will be created.

To score two of the three points possible…

a) The model is a self-supporting structure that properly displays the components of the atom that you were assigned using household objects. For example, the model should not flop apart, or roll away.

b) Very little money, IF ANY, should be used for this project.  Please be creative.  

c) The model should also have the correct amount of protons, neutrons, and electrons in all the right locations. 

d) The atom model should have a small label that shows the basic elemental information. (Atomic number, Atomic mass, Atomic symbol)

To score three out of three points possible…

a) The model should first qualify as a two on the rubric.

b) The model displays the proper distribution of electrons into the orbitals/clouds

c) The model exhibits at least one of the following two qualities.

1) A paragraph explaining the importance of the element to our lives in your own words.  This should be written by you and should cite the sources of your information.

2) The model is unique in its construction.
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
